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Granger  points out the differences between  the ICE ( International Corpus of  English), and the ICLE (International Corpus of Learner English), and between ESL and EFL learners.

The author provides Kachru’s representation of the spread of English in the world. He distinguishes between the inner circle (native English-speaking countries), the outer circle (former colonies of the UK and the USA, nativized varieties of English that have the status of official language) and the expanding circle (countries where English has no official status). Granger also introduces her representation of the spread of English. She distinguishes between native and non-native English. Within non-native English, she puts EOL, ESL and EFL.

There are some factors to be taken into account in collecting the ICLE corpus: language (medium, genre, content) and type of learner (level, mother tongue, setting).

The type of investigation the ICLE develops (contrastive investigation NL vs IL and IL vs IL) constitute a new type of contrastive analysis: Contrastive Interlanguage Analysis (CIA).

The author thinks that better descriptions of authentic native English will lead to better EFL tools.
