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The author describes the ICLE Project, providing its main characteristics: 

1) corpus of English as a Foreign Language,

2) focus on advanced learners,

3) the research is based in essay writing,

4) learners are from various language backgrounds,

5) essays must be written by learners under the same conditions and on similar topics,

6) a learner profile is compulsory (see  Appendix A ).

She also presents the different stages of the process: collecting raw material, encoding, markup, tagging and parsing.

The main areas of research by the ICLE Project are comparative interlanguage research and contrastive linguistics. The methodology is a combination of human and computer processing.

This article could be considered as a starting point to know about the ICLE.
