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Granger introduces the Computer-aided Error Analysis (error-tagging system used by the ICLE) and emphasizes the necessity of its use.

She provides the main causes of errors and gives examples.

The  author analyses the present situation of pedagogical materials for advanced learners of English.

Granger compares two error tagged learner corpora: one of writing by French-speaking university stydents of English in the second year of study and the other from the fourth year.

For the author the error tagged corpora will have implications on ELT: after the identification of learners’ difficulties, more effective pedagogical tools can be obtained.
